In 2002 Green calculated the following saving based 
on halving the national average.

Problem             €/100 cows p.a.
Clinical mastitis 2,250.00
Reproductive disorders 3,400.oo
Lameness 2,000.00
Milk Fever   850.00

Total cost per 100 cows ƒ8,500.00

Averages are made up from good and bad figures but 
the above have not changed much over the years. It 
is important to identify actual problems and tackle  
them economically.
